3. PARKING. There is NO PARKING of transportation vehicles in the Assembly Area. DROP OFF ONLY.  You are responsible for your own parking of non-parade vehicles.

4. OverNight Parking. There are a limited number of parking spaces available for overnight parking.  If you require this service please e-mail dchissell@northlands.com.  Spaces are on a first come first serve basis.
5. Dispersal. Please note the Dispersal Official will assist you in returning to your assembly area.
6. Judging. Judging of entries constitutes a detailed examination of the entry in the assembly area prior to parade start.  

7. Parade Start. At the parade start, entries will be directed to adopt a distance behind the preceding entry.  This spacing is to be maintained throughout the parade unless instructed by a Parade Official or a Police Officer.

8. Rules & Regulations. The entry must conform to the description on the official application form, and to specifically adhere to all rules and regulations as published by the Parade Committee. All Float entries must carry a fire extinguisher and proof of Insurance.  Failure to conform will result in disqualification.

9. SPECIAL CONDITIONS:
· The throwing of souvenirs or give-aways to spectators along the parade route is strictly forbidden.

· No firearm discharges are allowed along the parade route or marshalling area.

· The Parade Chair has complete authority to remove from the parade any entry which in their opinion does not meet the minimum standards or violates any of the above.  In cases of dispute, the decision of the Parade Chair is final.

· Assembly Area – closed 6:30 AM until 12:30 PM. Located north of Jasper Avenue to 103A Avenue, from west of 95 Street to east of 97 Street.

· Parade Route – closed from 8:30 AM until approximately 12:30 PM. 

Curb Lane Closures – Starting 7:30 p.m. Wednesday, July 21 to Thursday, July 22 until 3 p.m.

Parade Route-The parade route covers 4.0 kilometres from its starting point at on 99 Street and 102 Avenue heading westbound to 108 Street, turns north to 103 Avenue, turns right heading eastbound and finishes at 97 Street. Estimated travel time is 45 minutes.

Parking-There is NO PARKING in the Assembly Area, so make other arrangements for support vehicles.

Heat causes the most serious problems – if the day is warm and sunny, ensure that water is available for everyone with your entry. Your section coordinator will make sure your entry is in the right spot in the Assembly Area. Assembly and dispersal personnel will direct you on to the route. 
Parade Movement

Our route marshals, have complete control of the parade movement. They may ask you to speed up or slow down – their instructions must be followed.
