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Judging
· ALL entries on Thursday, July 22, 2010, must be in their designated Assembly Area no later than 7:30 a.m.
· Judging commences at 7:30 a.m., therefore, entries must be totally assembled and all participants ready by this time.

· Marching Bands will be judged on route

· Judging Criteria  All entries will be judged based on the following:

· Decisions made by the judges on all awards are final.

· All paid entries are eligible to win.

· All entries are judged before commencement of parade in the assembly area, with the exception of marching bands, drum corps and pipes and drums, which are judged on the parade route. Judging will commence at 7:30 a.m. on parade morning.

· Awards will be presented to winners at parade start. Cash prizes will be mailed to the winning entries.

· Judges have only a few minutes to evaluate each parade entry on parade morning. Please ensure your entry is “parade-ready” at commencement of the judging. To facilitate the judging process, judges may request an onsite visit of your entry, or may call you to discuss your entry, prior to parade day. Judges will review the photo or illustration submitted with the application, so please ensure that is realistically portrays your entry. The judges want to ensure that your entry is fully considered for all prizes that may be awarded.

· Judges will award marks based on the following criteria (not in any specific order):

· Originality – How well does the entry showcase originality in design, in features, in the material chosen to build it, etc?

· Visual Presentation – Is the entry visually appealing from all directions? Are the colour combinations appealing, and do they stand out? Do elements in the entry fit together? If a tow unit is used, is it fully decorated? Does the overall entry, including tow unit, have good balance and proportion?

· Performance Elements – Does the music / choreography enhance the effect?

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Rules & Regulations

The Capital EX Parade Committee strives to ensure a safe and fun environment for all participants and audience. Please read these rules and regulations carefully and refer to the application form you filled out for the benefit of all Parade participants and spectators. People from the City of Edmonton and Province of Alberta, will view your enthusiasm, spirit and friendliness. Make everyone proud to be part of kicking off one of the biggest summer celebrations in Edmonton - CAPITAL EX!

Members of the Parade Committee Assembly Officials can be identified as they will have on a green Northlands golf shirt and will be monitoring entries to identify issues that are deemed to be in direct conflict of the rules and regulations.  Activities that could lead to injury or an accident will not be permitted on any entry.  These include, but not limited to, dispensing candy or any other items to the crowd that will entice observers onto the parade route and excessive activity.
· Parade Permit. You must have your parade permit to gain access to the Assembly Area on parade morning.  This permit must accompany your entry at all times.  Make note of you assembly time and area on your parade permit.  The assembly time must be strictly adhered to, in order to begin on time.
· Order of March. The Order of March Entry Number is located on the permit information that is attached.  In the marshalling area, the number corresponding to your parade entry number will be mounted on an A-Frame indicating your designated assembly position.

· End of Parade Dispersal - please note the Parade ends at 99 street and 102A Avenue.  Your entry must continue as directed by Dispersal Officials.

Assembly Area
· Final inspection of entries for adherence to regulations will be up to and including parade start.

· If an entry is held up in traffic, suffers mechanical breakdown, or for any reason is unable to be in position by the designated time, the City of Edmonton Police Department Communications Section, should be contacted immediately and they will notify parade officials in the marshalling area of your entry’s delay.

· Please be sure all participants in your entry have complete information as to your entry’s name, entry number and the designated/assigned marshalling location.

· Upon entering the assembly area, the entry falls under the authority of the Parade Assembly Officials.

· Assistance in locating your entry in the assembly area will be provided by the Parade Committee’s Assembly Officials who are clearly identified by green Northlands Golf 

· Ensure an adult representative stays with your entry in the Assembly Area at all times.

· Parade will start rain or shine, please ensure your participants are prepared with suitable footwear and clothing.
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· Should an entry contradict a rule or regulation, constituting grounds for the suspension or cancellation of the parade entry permit, then this entry will be notified by the Parade Coordinator (or designate) who originally issued the approved entry permit.  The right to lift an entry permit may be exercised at any time before or during the parade by the Parade Entries Coordinator or designate.
Parade Route
· Entries will be moved from the various assembly areas to the parade start line commencing at approximately 8:45 a.m.  Any instructions by Assembly Area Officials and/or City Police must be strictly adhered to while enroot to the Parade start.

· At the parade start line, your entry will be given final instructions dealing with spacing and other requirements by the Starter.

· Once on the parade route, all entries will be under the control and authority of clearly identified Route Control Officials stationed along the parade route.

· Your entry must always maintain forward motion unless you are asked to halt by Route Officials.

· NO give-aways are to be thrown from you entry or given away at curb side.  Any entry doing so will be removed from the parade.

· At the end of the parade, Dispersal Area Officials will assume authority of your entry and provide dispersal directions.

· Enclosed maps are available for locations of washrooms, emergency response services, etc. Please familiarize your group with these maps.

There is NO PARKING of transportation vehicles in the Assembly Area. DROP OFF ONLY.  You are responsible for your own parking of non-parade vehicles.

· 102, 102A, and 103 Avenues between 95 and 97 Streets

· 101 Avenue between 96 and 97 Streets

· 96 Street between Jasper and 103A Avenues

CHECKLIST FOR PARADE ENTRIES

· Advise all persons associated with your entry of your parade permit entry number and the designated assembly location for your entry.

· Your assigned entry number must be displayed on front left-hand side of your entry.

· Arrange for your entry to have general liability and property damage insurance coverage and to have proof of such insurance with the entry.

· Have all safety requirements been incorporated into the construction of your entry? (e.g.  Fire retardant materials, fire extinguishers, adequate ventilation, visibility for driver, safety railings, floor bed strength etc.)

· Does your entry fall within the approved maximum dimensions?

· Are all wiring, fuel system components and braking systems installed in a safe and reliable manner?

· Is there enough room around tires so they do not rub?  Make sure that this is true for turns as well.
